9. EFSEC is the state agency with jurisdiction for siting and regulating thermal generation
facilities that exceed 250 megawatts.  EFSEC has taken lead agency status pursuant to its
rules and the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) and must allow S2GF to propose
the project.

10. This EIS only addresses the S2GF project not other cogeneration plants that EFSEC has
been working on.

11. Governor Locke’s letter vetoing the tax package is included in Volume 1, Appendix H.

12. See Section 1.2, Purpose and Need for the Project in the EIS.  The applicant asserts that
this facility will help prevent potential shortfalls in regional power availability.

13. As discussed in the EIS Section 3.8 Socioeconomics, approximately 23 people will be
permanently employed at the facility.

14. As described in the EIS the project would generate several million dollars per year in
property and sale tax revenues for local jurisdictions including schools.
