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Reader=s Guide to EIS Conventions

To assist readers in reviewing this environmental impact statement (EIS), this reader=s guide
explains the conventions that are used for units of measurement and for discussing locations along
the proposed pipeline corridor.

# Metric/English Units of Measure: To comply with current requirements for units of
measure in EISs, this document presents measurements first in metric units, followed by
the English equivalent in parentheses.  Abbreviations for units are explained in the List of
Acronyms and Abbreviations.

# Mileposts and Segment Numbers Along Pipeline Corridor: The pipeline corridor is
generally described from west (near Woodinville in western Washington) to east (near
Pasco in eastern Washington).  Mileposts, corridor segment numbers, and landmarks are
used as appropriate throughout the EIS. Precise milepost designations can change slightly
as a result of alignment changes during the permitting process.
